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ABSTRACT

This work aims to study about waste management both at the country’s level and the
level of local administrative organizations by the study of laws and related legal measures, roles
and responsibilities of relevant agencies including waste management processes. Resulting which,
guidelines for waste management solution in Thailand at both levels will be obtained .

According to the study, although local administrative organizations are currently
authorized to provide public services including waste management within their territories but
problems still arise. These are because there are too many basic laws related to waste
management and all demand local administrative organizations to issue their own regulations
according thereto. This has also led to the question of overlapping and confusion in the issuance
of local administrative organizations’ rules and regulations and other problems such as the
differences of the definition of “waste”, the service rates and the punishments. Meanwhile, the
study of foreign laws which are Japan, Federal Republic of Germany, Republic of Singapore,
Commonwealth of Australia interestingly reveals that only one basic law and one main policy are
applied therein to handle with waste management issues.

Therefore, the author has seven suggestions, firstly, enacting specific law regarding
waste management or principally applying the Act on the Maintenance of the Cleanliness and

Orderliness of the Country B.E. 2535, Amendment (No. 2) B.E. 2560. Secondly, enacting a law
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that requires a central agency to be responsible for regulating waste management. Thirdly,
enacting a law requiring that the central government has a duty to provide assistance and support
to local administrative organizations regarding waste management. Fourthly, adding a definition
of the word waste and specifying classification of waste in the Act on the Maintenance of the
Cleanliness and Orderliness of the Country B.E. 2535, Amendment (No. 2) B.E. 25 60. Fifthly,
enacting laws that define the roles of citizens and private sectors regarding waste management.
Sixthly, creating a master plan by applying the 3Rs principles and the circular economy approach
as a guideline to waste management. And lastly, Laharn Subdistrict Administrative Organization,
Nonthaburi Province has to adjust its own regulations to be consistent with the Act on the
Maintenance of the Cleanliness and Orderliness of the Country B.E. 2535, Amendment (No. 2)

B.E. 2560.
