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ABSTRACT

An essential and indispensable things in human’s life is the medicine, but the trade
agreement between countries may make sick people to death because there is no money to buy
more expensive drugs. One of the basics of the trade agreement between the major countries is
TRIPs Agreement (Agreement on Trade-Related aspect of Intellectual Property Rights),
being an agreement on the Protection of Intellectual Property. The protection of intellectual
property rights is to encourage the invention of new things and reward the inventor during
2 certain period of time. It is believed that the protection of intellectual property will benefit the
economy and society in the long run.

From the study, it is found that the intellectual properties mostly related to Thai
people are patent on pharmaceutical products. This is to say that in Thailand, the Patent Act has
been enacted since B.E 2522 but in the Act, some invention is not protectable. This non-
protection is extended to pharmaceutical products except for the patentable manufacturing
process. As the pharmaceutical industry is important for health and living of the people, should

the patent be given to products, this would be a risk for occurrence of damages. Apart from the
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fact that people have to suffer more expensive drugs, it also affects the development of
pharmaceutical industry system in Thailand.

Between B.E. 2528 - 2542 , the United States continuously pressured the Thailand
by coercing the Thai government to amend the Copyright,Trademarks and Patents Acts.
Especially on the Patent Act, the United States intend to extend product patent protection to
include pharmaceutical products and thereby make threat on cutting privileges on customs tariff
with regard to Thai products.

In summary, the Pharmaceutical Products is one of the outcomes arising from the
agreement of international trade negotiations inevitably affecting Thai people. This is because
Thai people still have many health problems such as tuberculosis, malaria, AIDS and other
illnesses. As a result of this, it is the time to review the system of international trade agreement
negotiations so that it is the system to receive the comments from the public before starting up
negotiations, and such system must consist of monitoring, and evaluation mechanics by

considering the health of Thai people.
