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ABSTRACT

This research is aimed to study (1) The factors affected to state agencies of the completeness
report of Government Fiscal Management Information System (GFMIS) (2) the state agencies or others
will used as guideline for development the completeness of financial report. This is a Quantitative
Research and questionnaires have been used as the data collecting tools and the samples used in this study
were 190 of State financial and accounting officers at Bangkok, Pathum Thani and Nonthaburi. The
results found that the most of financial and accounting officers were Finance and Accounting Analyst who
have been experienced more than 10 years and experienced on Government Fiscal Management
Information System (GFMIS) more than 6 years and be responsible to investigate the accounting entry by
GFMIS, education at bachelor degree on school of accountancy. The most of their opinions on the factors
affected to the completeness report of Government Fiscal Management Information System (GFMIS); the
Computer and Internet, the GFMIS program, the manual recording and the training were at the high level.

The hypothesis found that the personal (experienced on accounting, GFMIS, education level and
graduation program) who working at GFMIS program and the training program except the personal
(Position), Computer and Internet and the manual recording programs were affected to the completeness

report of Government Fiscal Management Information System (GFMIS) at statistical significant of 0.05

level.
